Billy Franklin Gaskins, 85, passed away peacefully on Tuesday, April 14, 2020. A
private Graveside Service will be held for the family later this week in Perry

Bill was born in Alamo, Georgia, to the late Albert William Gaskins and Pauline Purser Gaskins,
